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New Condo Development
You may have heard that our beloved (that’s sarcasm) Pointe of View sold the land northeast of 10 Dayspring (just north of the church), and you may have seen the signs at Yorkland and Goreway Road, announcing an application to the City of Brampton for a bylaw change. 
A pair of builders located in Brampton (not Calgary) have incorporated the Claireville Heights Development, and invited board members from the original Dayspring condo groups, and all three of the Spring Pointe condo buildings, to an information session February 1.

They have submitted their proposal to the City of Brampton for approval considering, traffic impact, environmental impact etc., with no response from the City as of yet.  Some highlights of the proposal:
( 
Three 12 storey condo buildings, all connected by common use structures 
including exercise 
rooms, dining rooms, meeting rooms etc.
(
Approximately 320 units in total

(
The units consist of 1 bedroom, 1 bedroom / den, 2 bedroom, 2 bedroom / den,

from 600 to 1000 square feet in size (similar sizes as the units in our condo)

(
The condo units are to be more luxurious than those in our development, possibly selling at 
prices approximately double ours
(
Plan to market the community as adult lifestyle, but won’t restrict it to just adults

(
The builder proposes planting a large number of trees around a landscaped area 
with 
pathways that will hook up with the Dayspring and Spring Pointe paths
(
They hope to start building in 2012, hope to finish in 2014 or 2015, and will likely build the 3 
buildings in phases, depending on the speed of the approval process, and how fast they can 
sell this many units in this market
(
The builders plan to send a newsletter to each of the condo corporations indicating the City’s 

response to their proposal, and keep us informed of developments along the way

(
They plan to use the sales office that POV used as their sales office
Concerns expressed by those in attendance included:

(
Increased traffic congestion on Goreway Road
(
A large increase in traffic on Yorkland with 320 more units

(
Potential environmental impact / infrastructure strain with 320 additional units in a small area
(
Road and other damage caused by construction

(
Construction period of over three or even four years if the three condos are built in phases
